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                            An Overview of the UK
The UK is an island nation located off the north-western coast of Europe. It comprises four countries, namely England in the south, Scotland in the north, Wales in the west, and Northern Ireland in the north of Ireland (see map). The three first countries are called Great Britain. The term UK (United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland) is used essentially for constitutional and political purposes, while Britain is preferred for convenience. The island is surrounded by the sea, a factor that increased its insulation and fueled its development across centuries. 

The UK is a constitutional monarchy and a parliamentary democracy. The head of the state is the king or queen, but true power of government resides within the Prime Minister (from the majority party) and the parliament located in Westminster Palace. The parliament includes two houses: the House of Lords (constituted of appointed peers and nobles) and the House of Commons (constituted of elected individuals representing their respective constituencies). Two main parties The UK spanned a great influence over the world, as signified by its long colonial history (seventeenth–twentieth century) as it formed a colonial empire. Today, it is still exerting influence, mostly in the cultural realm. London is the capital of the UK and is considered one of the most prominent economic, financial, and cultural centres. It is a great touristic centre with its red double-decker buses, phone boxes, black cabs, and left-driving models, Scottish kilts and pipes, etc...
Many people visit Britain for its magnificent historical sites (Stonehenge, Tower of London, Tower Bridge, Big Ben, Big Eye, etc.), its impressive museums (British Museum) and galleries, its open space and recreation centres (Sherwood Forest, Hyde Park, etc.), its educational institutions (Oxford University, Birmingham University, King’s College, etc.), and fashion events. The British Museum, which was built in 1753, hosts about eight million art pieces that picture human history, art, and culture. Those works represent all aspects of knowledge. In 2022, it received about four million visitors. Oxford University, established around 1096, epitomizes the oldest university in the English-speaking world.
Britain has, throughout the centuries, been a shelter for migrants. In the past, European migrants constituted the main groups on the island. In the twentieth century, many people from the West Indies, Asia, and Africa made their way to Britain for economic and political reasons. Today, people from India, Pakistan, and Bangladesh make up more than half of the total ethnic minority population. Britain is now a multi-ethnic and multi-national society, and though many immigrants have established prosperous businesses and professions, many migrants continue to face racial problems that are deeply rooted in Britain’s history and the belief in racial superiority.
The official language of the nation is English, though other languages are spoken, such as Welsh in Wales, Scottish in Scotland, and Irish in northern Ireland. The main religion is Christianity, albeit with different denominations. In a 2011 census, the following religious affiliations were found: Christians (59.5%), Muslims (4.4%), Hindus (1.7%), non-religious (25.7%), and the remaining (9.1%) had unknown affiliations.
Though Britain ranks among the most powerful nations in the world, it is not as strong as it was in the past as it confronts many economic and socio-cultural hardships. The country maintains ties with the European continent through NATO for political and militaristic cooperation. In 2020 it withdrew from the European Union, denoting its distinctive character. Scholar Oakland states here, ‘The society has seen a decline in traditional certainties and become more diverse, mobile, stressful, conflict-ridden, and individualistic’.
